City of Margate’s adopted methodology for calculating ERC demand for non-residential uses—pursuant
to Resolution No. 23-107, adopted and approved on December 6, 2023, which governs the schedule of
fees and ERC equivalencies under Chapter 39 (Water and Sewers — Department of Environmental and
Engineering Services)—the applicable formula for daycare/school uses is:

Daily Flow = Number of Students x 15 GPD

ERC Conversion = 1 ERC per 335 GPD

CALCULATION:

132 students x 15 GPD = 1,980 GPD
1,980 GPD + 335 GPD/ERC = 5.91 ERCs

Total demand of 5.91 ERCs.
